About Nobel Prize
Alfred Nobel was a Swedish chemist, engineer and industrialist. Before

his death in 1896, he had described in a will that there should be five
prizes established from his fortune to reward achievements that have
conferred the greatest benefit to humankind. The Nobel Prize is awarded
for achievements in Physics, Chemistry, Physiology or Medicine, Peace
and Literature since 1901. The Sveriges Riksbank Prize in Economic
Sciences in Memory of Alfred Nobel, was founded by the Swedish central
bank and has been awarded according to the same principles as the Nobel
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Prizes since 1969.
